Two Color Z-28 Installation Instructions

General Instructions

The following is the basic procedure for applying stripes and graphics to all vehicles. For best results, application should be made at temperatures above 50
degrees.

Clean Surface: Remove any grease, oil, wax or dirt from the vehicle's surface where graphics are to be applied. Use Curtisol "Spray Label Off." If this is not
available, use Precleano or Prepsol Cleaners, or isopropyl alcohol. Detergent and warm water can be used, but it will take two or three washings. Use Sharpline
Easy-On with the “wet application method" when working with large graphics.

Warning: Do not use lacquer thinner - it can ruin the finish.
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1. Install front air dam center graphic prior to installing the right and left front air dam graphics. This step is necessary to assure proper alignment of the
entire kit.




2. After the front air dam is in place, install the fender graphic. This graphic must be aligned with the front air dam graphic.

3. Install the Z-28 door graphic.




4, Install the rear spoiler center graphic. Then install the right and left rear spoiler end pieces.

5. Install the hood graphics..
